CENTRAL SEGMENTS SAFETY COMMITTEE: (Rosemary B.) Lt. Frank Hand provided an overview of the shooting that occurred at Park and Waverly. TPD was provided with videos that showed a white car that was thought to be the one involved in the shooting. When the vehicle was seen again TPD was called and TPD followed the vehicle. 	 TPD set up a strategy to stop the vehicle. A chase ensued, car stopped and 3 individuals were arrested. One individual fled but was apprehended.  Driver was charged with unlawful flight from the police. The forensic team was able to review evidence and the driver was later arrested for murder.  At this time, there is no indication there was any type of relationship with the driver or the victim. Lt. Hand reminded all to try to walk with a friend and to always have your phone with you but do not be on your phone. Make eye contact with people as you pass one another. Walk away if for any reason a confrontation occurs and call 911.	
Resilient Neighborhoods/Block Liaisons update:  Rosemary reported that a conversation was started years ago with neighborhoods. The idea of block liaisons will be brought up at the Safety Meeting on 6/22. More info to follow.							
TEP PROJECT: (Colleen N., Joan D.)- SELUP was denied by the Zoning Examiner. TEP has until 5/27 to file an appeal. If they file the appeal it will go to Mayor and Council and be heard in July.  TEP is still moving forward with the overhead lines. Please review the simulation that was emailed out this week. The next public meeting is 6/24, come with questions and comments. Colleen Nichols and Joan Hall will be attending a CWG meeting on 6/23 with many neighbors to discuss the overhead lines. Undergrounding Coalition update- Money has been donated anonymously towards the 28K needed to retain the attorney. Sam Hughes will be setting up the bank account and Jim Head will be managing the  funds and the agreement with the attorney. JP is requesting a synopsis of the requests being made by the UGC. JP will ask for a draft of the retainer agreement. The ACC working group will select the route for the overhead lines and they will file in August the hearing will be in September so there is a bit of a rush to get the attorney working. A request was made to donate an additional $1500 to the attorney fund. It was suggested to send out an email with the retainer draft and what the UGC is asking for and then folks can vote yea or nay at that time. 			
GREEN COMMITTEE: (Joan H) (Erin P) Tom P, Liz B, Colleen, Joan H., Joan D -Working on Cherry/Linden on hold at the moment. The grant fell through. Liz Burrola and Tom Tobin are taking the lead on this for future follow-up.

· 5G Cell Poles (Joan H.) – update: No new information. Steve Kozachik still asking to co-locate towers. City is drafting an ordinance.
· ADU’s  (Joan H., Joanne O.) – Updates: An ordinance will be presented to the planning committee by the end of June. Them to Mayor and Council in September. There appears to be a lot of support from developers, architects and homeowners for ADUs. JP will continue to lobby for smaller ADUs, owner occupancy, and to deal with the issue of increased parking density.
